Become a RIDER with ITN

This revolutionary service replicates the com-
fort and convenience of owning a car. There
are no vans or set schedules. You receive
discounts for sharing rides and for booking in
advance. You can ride anywhere you choose
within the service area. ITN volunteers pro-
vide door-through-door, arm-through-arm
service. Volunteers also help carry packages,
fold walkers, and assist with seat belts.

Volunteer to Drive for ITN

Volunteers are the heart of ITN. We need
many volunteers to provide freedom and mo-
bility to older adults — so they can go where
they want, when they want. Volunteer drivers
make an indelible impact on the lives of Low-
country seniors, giving them the freedom and
mobility to remain fully engaged and active
in the community. Volunteers are reimbursed
for miles driven or you can store credits for
your own future use or donate your miles to a
current rider.

Annual Membership and Fares

The annual membership fee is $35 per person
(or 565 for a couple). The cost of each ride is
based on a pickup fee of $3 and then S1 per
mile. A monthly statement details each ride,
and counts down a prepaid account balance,
soriders don’t have to pay or tip drivers and
do not need to carry cash.

Booking in advance and sharing rides get you
discounts. Trips with more than one destina-
tion incur a stop charge. The average fare

is $9 - half the cost of a taxi with twice the
service! (Caregivers can accompany rider for
free.)
